Welcome to the Severn & Wye Expedition Area. The Severn and Wye is the only Expedition Area to deal exclusively with expeditions that take place on the water. Please note that all expeditions that take place on the River Severn or the River Wye should be notified to the Network Administrator via Green Form whether practice or assessed. If expeditions are at Bronze or Silver level they must still be notified.

Planning a water expedition

There is little difference between organising water and foot expeditions. For a water expedition:

· Participants must still follow the 20 conditions of the Expedition section.

· The same number of activity hours must be followed but planned activity excludes packing and unpacking canoes.

· The hours of planned activity should be from leaving one campsite to arriving at the next.

Assessment

To submit your expedition you should submit a Green form for each team along with a copy of their route cards to the CEAN Administrator:

· at least 4 weeks before the expedition for a practice or assessed expedition where a Network Assessor is not required

· at least 6 weeks before the expedition for an assessed expedition where you would like to request a Network Assessor

Tracings are not required as we can gather this information from your route card and we guess that you will be following the river!
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The Central Assessor Network would prefer to receive electronic green forms and route cards if possible. These can be submitted to CentralExpeds@DofE.org. If submitting them by post you should also include a stamped, self addressed envelope if you do not have an email address, so that the CEAN Administrator can notify you of your expedition number and give you any appropriate advice.

Please note that we have very few assessors available for the Severn and Wye and are rarely able to provide assessors. You should contact your LO at the earliest opportunity to organise alternative arrangements.
Equipment

Do you want to undertake a water expedition but don't have the equipment? The Central Assessor Network is able to provide:
· A Canoe Trailer with 8 open canoes,
· Paddles, buoyancy aids and dry bags

Books

The two books of most use to those planning a venture on the Rivers Severn and Wye are:

· Why Canoe?: The Canoeists Guide to the River Wye. Cost: approx. £10.00. Published by the Environment Agency

· The Canoeists Guide to the River Severn. Cost: Free. Published by the Environment Agency (please note that this publication is now quite old).

These books give details of camp sites and access and egress points along the rivers.
