Hydration is key on expedition 
and you’ll need at least 2L of 
water a day. Choose a water 
bottle that holds a sufficient 
amount of water, is lightweight, 
watertight, and impact 
resistant.​

Sun protection
Protect your skin against 
harmful UV rays with a 
sweat resistant, high SPF 
sunblock.

First aid kit
Keep safe and protected in the 
outdoors by bringing along a 
personal first aid kit.

Water purification tablets
Ensure your water is safe to drink 
by disinfecting it with chlorine 
tablets. Helping to kill harmful 
bacteria, viruses and cysts;

either.

Insect repellents
It’s inevitable that you’ll come into 
contact with bugs and insects while on 
expedition.

Dental hygiene

Avoid illness by using an 
anti-bac dry wash after going 
to the loo or before preparing 
food. Requires no water and 
it’s is pH-balanced to stop 
your skin drying out.
